Often overlooked in the safety system design process are the many available 
accessories and options that can simplify the initial system installation, enhance 
performance, extend application flexibility, and reduce future maintenance 
costs. 
 
Door Handle Actuators 
Realizing that our switches are often used in hinged door applications, we have 
designed a variety of door handle systems with integrated actuating keys for 
use with keyed interlock switches or solenoid-latching keyed interlock switches. 
These handles serve the dual purpose of latching the door and actuating the 
safety switch. 
 
The Series STS handle kit feature a rugged, durable design for guards of full 
body access hazardous areas. They are available with an optional “inside” 
emergency release which meets the requirements 
of ANSI/RIA 15.06. These handle kits are available 
for use with a number of keyed interlock switches 
and solenoid-latching keyed interlock switches. 
 
The Series B25 door handle is a low-profile, ergo-
nomically-designed door handle ideal for use on 
medium-weight, movable machine guards. These 
handles feature either a star-grip or a T-handle 
and the built-in actuator key recesses into the as-
sembly. They are compatible with AZ17or AZM170 
switches.  
 
Series TG handles are for use with solenoid-latching switches. The handle in-
cludes an integral pushbutton for unlocking the solenoid switch as well as LED 
status indicators. The handles are also available with a top mounted push but-
ton or E-stop button. 
 
Two recent additions to our product line were spe-
cifically designed with door handle actuators: the 
Series AZ/AZM200 and the Series BNS-B20. Both 
series feature modern, stylish designs and non-
contact sensing. Additionally, the AZM200 is avail-
able with an optional inside emergency release 
handle. 
 
Mounting Kits and Alignment Devices 
Mounting kits, like the various MS Series, consist 
of a number of predrilled, slotted metal plates that allow for simple adjustment of 
the switch and key during installation. Additionally, they are particularly useful to 
periodically readjust the switch and actuator key if the gate starts to lose align-
ment. These kits are available for many models of keyed interlock switches and 
solenoid-latching keyed interlock switches.

Guard alignment devices, such as the Series TFA 
and TFI, feature a unique tongue and groove sys-
tem that self-centers hinged guard doors and act 
as end stops. They can extend the operating life of 
switches by reducing damage caused by mis-
aligned switches and actuators. 
 
Actuator and Switch Options 
To provide greater flexibility in applications, many of our safety switches are 
available with optional features and accessories. 
 
Most models of keyed interlock switches and solenoid-latching keyed interlock 
switches have a variety of actuator keys available. Besides the standard straight 
actuator key, there are curved versions and keys with flexible, pivoting mount-
ings for use in small radius applications. 

 
Switches with a conduit entry can be supplied with 
a cord grip in place of the ½” NPT adapter nor-
mally included. Another alternative available for a 
variety of switches is a quick-connect option which 
simplifies installation and switch replacement by 
eliminating the need to wire the switch. 
 
Additional options (depending upon switch model) 
include gold contacts, pilot lights, and caps for un-
